Introduction: Foolish husbands exhibit seven characteristics

Characteristic #1 ~ Self-Willed [vs. 3b]
A. Definition: “My way or the wrong way”
B. Prevention: “Submission to God’s way”

Characteristic #2 ~ Ungratefulness [vs. 4-11]
A. Definition: “What is mine is because of me”
B. Prevention: “Thank God early and often”

Characteristic #3 ~ Insulting [vs. 10]
A. Definition: “Big people VS little people”
B. Prevention: “Time in God's presence reduces our size”

Characteristic #4 ~ Selfish [vs. 11]
A. Definition: “What’s mine is all mine”
B. Prevention: “Listen to the personal pronouns”

Characteristic #5 ~ Unreasonable |[vs. 14-17]
A. Definition: “Don’t confuse me with the facts”
B. Prevention: “See the other person’s point of view”

Characteristic #6 ~ Dishonorable [vs. 17]
A. Definition: “When those closest don't respect you”
B. Prevention: “See yourself from God’s perspective”

Characteristic #7 ~ Self-Destructive [vs. 36]
A. Definition: “Making choices that lead to greater trouble”
B. Prevention: “Truly see the direction of your life”
